A carpenter cuts a rectangular piece of wood along the diagonal to form two right triangles. One of these pieces
has an acute angle that measures 50°. The length of the side opposite this angle is 15 inches. How long is the
diagonal, to the nearest tenth of an inch?

The length of the diagonal is about inches.
