The slope-intercept form of a line is y = mx + b, where m is equal to the slope of the line and b is equal to the y-
intercept. You may have thought that the x-intercept should be the coefficient of x in the equation of the line, but
you need to find the slope of the line, m, and substitute that value into the equation.
