Incorrect. Factor each coefficient and the variables in the radicand to find any perfect squares. Rewrite using the
rule vab = v/a - V'b. Take the square roots of the perfect squares and place them as coefficients in front of the

radical. Multiply by the original coefficient. Remember that v/ x2 = |x|.
